Parking and Animal Services from the City of Greater Bendigo have contacted our school and requested that the 
following information be conveyed to our school community. 

The illegal parking of vehicles adjacent to our school poses a safety concern to children, pedestrians and other 
road users.  Parents are reminded that it is essential to comply with parking restrictions when dropping off and 
collecting children from school. 

Motorists must not stop in no stopping areas, even briefly, with or without the motor running. They must not 
stop next to a continuous yellow edge line, on  nature strips, too close to school crossings, park over driveways or 
double park.  A number of schools have short term time restricted areas, such as 2 minute pick up / drop off. 
These parking areas are in place to allow for ease of access close to schools and these restrictions must be       
adhered to.  Drivers should also be aware that they cannot perform a U-turn over an unbroken or continuous   
dividing line. 

With regard to children’s crossings, the law requires that a driver approaching a children’s crossing must drive at 
a speed at which the driver can, if necessary, stop safely before the crossing.  Please slow down and take extra 
care when driving in school zones. 

City of Greater Bendigo Parking Officers and Bendigo Police do conduct random patrols throughout the school 
year at various locations to ensure that motorists are adhering to the Road Rules.

Early Learning Centre 
In the Early Learning Centre we have been thrilled to welcome a whole new group of children. You may have   
noticed the term ‘Belonging, Being, Becoming’ as it is featured around our kinder. It refers to the framework    
under which we base all of our programming, assessment and reporting.  Belonging, Being, Becoming : The Early 
Years Framework. 
 

This segment of the news letter will introduce you to aspects of our programme and environment. This month we 
want to share what belonging is in our space. 
 

We want all our children to feel safe, secure, happy, loved (by us and God), and know they are important, and a 
valued part of our kinder and wider school family. This is “belonging” - We use the children’s names and their  
image to promote belonging because it is very important to the child. Cards with their photo and name are     
available in the writing corner to increase their literacy awareness and sense of identity. We also use these cards 
for various games with the children. Children use them to identify where their belongings go each day. We talk 
about working as a team and looking out for each other. If we actually asked children, families and educators 
what does a sense of Belonging feel like, they might answer in the following ways:  As an educator and parent this 
would be about relationships, trust, respect, open communication, being able to ask questions, share lives, laugh, 
challenge safely, feel comfortable, be able to be myself and being part of a bigger faith community. If I asked   
children what it would mean for them, their responses might be similar…. having friends, feeling safe, laughing 
and playing. This is part of belonging to our Early Learning community. We are looking forward to having our new 
children and families actively involved in this year’s journey with us.
